Rise up in splendor, Jerusalem! Your light has come, the 
glory of the Lord shines upon you.

GOSPEL - Matthew 2:1-12
When Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judea, in the days 
of King Herod, behold, magi from the east arrived in Je-
rusalem, saying, “Where is the newborn king of the Jews? 
We saw his star at its rising and have come to do him hom-
age.” When King Herod heard this, he was greatly trou-
bled, and all Jerusalem with him. Assembling all the chief 
priests and the scribes of the people, He inquired of them 
where the Christ was to be born. They said to him, “In 
Bethlehem of Judea, for thus it has been written through 
the prophet: And you, Bethlehem, land of Judah, are by 
no means least among the rulers of Judah; since from you 
shall come a ruler, who is to shepherd my people Israel.” 
Then Herod called the magi secretly and ascertained from 
them the time of the star’s appearance. He sent them to 
Bethlehem and said, “Go and search diligently for the 
child. When you have found him, bring me word, that I too 
may go and do him homage.” After their audience with the 
king they set out. And behold, the star that they had seen at 
its rising preceded them, until it came and stopped over the 
place where the child was. They were overjoyed at seeing 
the star, and on entering the house they saw the child with 
Mary his mother. They prostrated themselves and did him 
homage. Then they opened their treasures and offered him 
gifts of gold, frankincense, and myrrh. And having been 
warned in a dream not to return to Herod, they departed 
for their country by another way. This is the Gospel of the 
Lord.

EPIPHANY OF OUR LORD
January 6th, on this feast day we remember the Magi, 
the Three Kings, who guided by a star shining in the 
heavens, came to the house where Jesus rested in the 
arms of Mary, his mother. They were blessed as they 
brought their gifts to that holy place.

WISE MEN STILL SEEK HIM
“After Jesus was born in Bethlehem in Judea, during 
the time of King Herod. Magi from the east came to 
Jerusalem and asked. “Where is the one who has been 
born King of the Jews?” On coming to the house, they 
saw the Child with His Mother Mary, and they bowed 
down and worshipped Him. Then they 
opened their treasures and presented 
Him with gifts of gold and of incense 
and myrrh.” —Matthew 2:1.2.11

MAGI BRING GIFTS
The gifts of the Magi were sym‑
bolic of their three‑fold faith; the 
gold signified that He was King; 
the incense that He was God; 
and myrrh, that He was man 
doomed to death. According 

to legend, Casper, the king of Tarsus, the land of 
merchants made the offering of gold. Melchoir, the 
king of Arabia and Nubia, offered frankincense, and 
Balthasar, the king of Saba, “the land of spices,” 
offered myrrh.

BLESSING OF HOMES
Fr. Andrew, opens this tradition to those interested 
in having their homes blessed for the New Year, 
during the month of January. On Epiphany, the 
Feast of the Magi, chalk, incense and myrrh are 
blessed in church. The chalk is used in the bless‑
ing of each home and used over the main en trance 
of doorways to write the initials of the Three Kings, 
separated by crosses, thus 20+K+M+B+03 with 
each year advancing by one over the previ ous year. 
The sign remains until the end of the year. The 
priest writes the letters on the doors as he visits 
the homes and pronounces the Christmas Blessing 
over the home.
