5:26-27). The-Church too is a group of sinful, confused,
anguished people constantly tempted by the powers of
lust and greed and always entangled in rivalry and com-
petition. When we say that the Church is a body made
Christ-like through baptism and Eucharist but also to the
broken bodies of all the people who are its members. Only
when we keep both these ways of thinking and speaking
together can we live in the Church as true followers of
Jesus.

ST. SIMON AND ST. JUDE (First Century)
October 28

Little is known of Saints Simon and Jude except that they
were chosen by Jesus as apostles and appear well down
on the list of twelve. They do not figure prominently in the
Gospel stories, as do some other apostles. After Jesus’
Ascension there is no reliable account of what happened
to them. Stories of their founding the Church in Syria and
Egypt are groundless. Unlike Sts. Peter and Paul, whose
words and deeds are widely reported in Scripture and
whose achievements dramatically affected the society
of their day, Simon and Jude appear to have done little
in their lives that was notable. Yet the Church celebrates
them among her founders, seeing their preaching reveal-
ing God to us and their prayers aiding her growth. The
apostles were not all of one mold. Some like Peter and
Paul, were active public figures immersed in the contro-
versy and changing movements of their time. Others,
perhaps like Simon and Jude, may have taken a quieter
path. Yet their voices too have been heard through all the
earth. Not only brilliant, active, and achieving apostles
communicate the faith. Some, also apostles, may pass on
this treasure in simpler, unnoticed ways, ordinary sow-
ers, they cast the seed of faith undramatically on a world
waiting for harvest. Their prayer: Lord, may we follow and
serve you. Amen
