A SECOND DEATH
Hell is a second death. This is what the Book of Revelation
says (see Revelation 21:8). Just as there is an eternal life,
there is an eternal death. Eternal life is a second life; eternal
death is a second death. Our first death can be a passage
not only to eternal life but also to eternal death.

Looking at hell as a second death takes away the im-
ages of eternal suffering and torture that are so prevalent
in medieval art and literature. It defines hell more as the
refusal to choose life than as a punishment for wrongdo-
ing. In fact, the sins that the Book of Revelation mentions
as leading to eternal death are choices for death: murder-
ing, worshipping obscenities, sexual immorality, lying, and
so on (see Revelation 21:8). When we sow death we will
reap death. But when we sow life we will reap life. It is we
who do the sowing!
