EASTER SYMBOLS - THE LAMB

Long before the first Passover, Hebrew families gave
lambs as offerings to God. And since the first Passover,
Hebrews serve lamb as an important part of the Passover
feast each year. When Jesus died during Passover, he gave
himself as an offering to God for the sins of all the world.
This is way the Bible calls Jesus the “Lamb of God.” Early
Christians saw the lamb as a symbol of Jesus and began
using it in their Easter celebrations.

OUR TRADITIONS: BLESSING OF EASTER FOODS

On Holy Saturday, April 7th at 1 p.m. a simple blessing of food
called (Swiecone) in Polish will be held in church. Traditionally
the baskets are filled with foods covered in a white linen cloth.
The foods are symbolic to the season, such as a lamb, formed in
cake or butter, representing Christ slain for our sins, horseradish,
symbolizes the bitterness of the Passion, and eggs, symbolize
new life and resurrection. Today the baskets may be traditional or
contain items special to the owner. The baskets are placed before
the main altar and in a quiet ceremony the priest blesses and
sprinkles the food with holy water. The blessing has a “special
significance,” in that it represents the belief that the Lord is part
of our daily life and is always among us! The baskets are then
brought home and set aside until Easter morning. At that time
the egg is first broken - the symbol of new life, shared by all the
family in an exchange of good wishes - Health, Happiness, and
a Joyous Easter to All! Please attend...and welcome your family
and friends, to an old tradition made new again!
