DID YOU KNOW?
Did you know the expression, “What 
would Jesus do?” comes from? The 
expression actually comes from 
a classic novel written by Charles 
M. Sheldon, called In His Steps. 
Charles Sheldon, was an American 
clergyman, in the late 1800’s and 
early 1900’s, he held his pastorate 
position in Vermont and Kansas. He 
wrote for the Christian Herald, as 
well authored more than 50 books. 
The novel is the story of a church 
pledge to consider, “what would Je-
sus do?” before every decision that 
is made. This congregation pledged 
for an entire year not to do anything 
without first asking the question. 
For some following in Jesus’s steps 
brought great joy, while for others it 
caused misunderstanding, conflict, 
and suffering.

What would happen 
to us, in reality, if we all adopted this 
philosophy? If we were to try to see 
everything through Jesus’s eyes, the 
world would be a much nicer place. 
If we were to think as Jesus thought, 
people would be kind to one another, 
there would be no war, there would 
be no homelessness and the world 
would be filled with indifference to 
the plight of our neighbor. Take the 
challenge for yourself. It will make a 
difference in your life and the lives of 
those you touch!
