FEAST OF THE HOLY TRINITY
“Glory be to the Father, and the Son, and to the Holy
Spirit. As it was in the beginning, is now and ever
shall be, world without end. Amen.” As soon as we
have celebrated the advent of the Holy Spirit, we
celebrate the Feast of the Holy Trinity. The place is
well chosen, for immediately after the descent of the
Divine Spirit, began the preaching and belief and
through baptism, faith and confession, in the name of
the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit.

THE SEASON AFTER PENTECOST
This season begins with the Feast of the Blessed
Trinity and is the longest of the liturgical year. It may
comprise from twenty-four to twenty -eight weeks and
differs considerably from the other liturgical seasons.
In the liturgical year there is historical progression,
beginning in Advent with the waiting for the coming
of the Messias, followed by His birth at Christmas.
During the Sundays after Epiphany, the Holy Child-
hood is commemorated, while during Lent we are
reminded of the fasting in the desert and the Passion
of Our Lord. The sacred cycle is completed in the
Eastertide when we celebrate the Resurrection and
Ascension of Our Lord and the descent of the Holy
Spirit upon the apostles. In this last part of the eccles-
iastical year, the Church, guided by the Holy Spirit,
continues the work of the Redemption, realized dur-
ing the preceding part of the liturgical year. “The Holy
Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He will
teach you all things, and bring all things to your mind
whatsoever | shall have said to you.” This last season
of the liturgical year is filled with feasts of major im-
portance; those of the Blessed Trinity, Corpus Christi,
the Sacred Heart, the Nativity of Our Lady, All Saints
and All Souls.
