ST. SIMON and ST. JUDE (first century) October 28

Little is known of Sts. Simon and Jude except that they were chosen by Jesus as apostles and appear well
down on the list of twelve. They do not figure prominently in the Gospel stories, as do some other apostles.
After Jesus, Ascension there is no reliable account of what happened to them. Stories of their founding the
Church in Syria and Egypt are groundless.

Unlike Sts. Peter and Paul, whose words and deeds are widely reported in Scripture and whose achieve-
ments dramatically affected the society of their day, Simon and Jude appear to have done little that was nota-
ble. Yet the Church celebrates them among her founders, seeing their preaching revealing God to us and their
prayers aiding her growth.

The apostles were not all of one mold. Some, like Peter and Paul, were active public figures immersed in
the controversy and changing movements of their time. Others, perhaps like Simon and Jude, may have taken
a quieter path. Yet their voices too have been heard through all the earth.

Not only brilliant, active, and achieving apostles communicate the faith. Some, also apostles, may pass on
this treasure in simpler, unnoticed ways; ordinary sowers, they cast the seed of faith undramatically on a world
waiting for harvest. Their prayer: Lord, may we follow and serve you. Amen.

HALLOWEEN, OCTOBER 31t

Halloween, also known as All Hallows' Eve,or All
Saints' Eve, is the eve of the Western Christian feast
of All Hallows' Day. It initiates the triduum of Allhal-
lowtide, the time in the liturgical year dedicated to
remembering the dead, including saints (hallows),
martyrs, and all the faithful departed believers. Within
Allhallowtide, the traditional focus revolves around
the theme of using "humor and ridicule to confront
the power of death." According to many scholars,
Halloween is a Christianized feast initially influenced
by Celtic harvest festivals, with possible pagan roots,
particularly the Gaelic Samhain.
